Eligibility

The McCall MacBain Scholarship application is separate 

from and earlier than McGill graduate admissions. 

After applying for the scholarship, applicants should 

apply directly to McGill programs.

More than 250 semi-finalists will be invited to regional 

interviews, either in-person (for Canadians) or online. 

Afterwards, up to 85 finalists will be invited to Montréal 

for final interviews. Thirty McCall MacBain Scholars (20 

Canadians, 10 international students) will be selected 

each year.

five years ago, and are 30 years or younger in the 

calendar year that you apply
